Secondly, place victim on back.








Repeat every 1-2 seconds after chest deflates.








Exhale until victim’s chest expands.








Mouth to Mouth Resuscitation








Next, tilt victim’s head back to open airway.








Firstly, place victim on side and remove foreign matter from mouth with finger.








Finally, if unable to give breath, check victim for airway obstruction.








Close victim’s nostrils with fingers.








Then, keep trying until help arrives.
