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Lose / Loose

Lose

This rhymes with 'booze' and 'whose'.

          Try not to lose it as we can't get a replacement.

          They took a map so that they wouldn't lose their way. 

Loose

This rhymes with 'goose'.

          He gave her all his loose change.

          The buttons on her coat had all come loose.
