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Mindmaps

This resource kindly contributed by Nikki Brown, additional support tutor from Cornwall College, St Austell, who says:

“These were created in eMindMaps so I have saved them as image gifs. 

One is a mindmap which summarises spelling strategies. I usually use it in conjunction with a list of about 10 words which a student wants to learn to spell. I explain/elicit different useful spelling strategies and then we try them out on the list of words. The mindmap is a handy framework for this and the student takes it away with them.

The other resource is a mindmap about how to mindmap. I got fed up with all the websites extolling the virtues of mindmaps, explaining how to do them but in text form! So I made this.”
